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Sharing Good Practice to Support Implementation 
of the UNECE ESD Strategy: An ECO Forum Proposal
Summary

The specific Purpose of the project is:  

To provide a resource for relevant officials to assist them in the task of implementing ESD at national level,  as well as useful data on successful ESD practices that are used in different places by educators, academia, NGOs, international organisations and other interested stakeholders.

In order to achieve this, the following objectives have been identified:

· Practices that exemplify the objectives of the ESD Strategy will be identified and disseminated through a report and website

· Clear policy implications will be identified arising from an ESD needs analysis 

· Indicators to monitor ESD Strategy implementation will be identified and/or formulated through the process

NGO participation in the process will contribute to the achievement of a fourth objective:

· A range of  NGOs will have the capacity to engage with other sectors on ESD nationally 

This process objective will itself contribute to the implementation of the UNECE ESD Strategy.

Process of Project Implementation

· Identify appropriate members to form an expert group of up to 10 people covering relevant sub-regions for Strategy implementation:

Western Europe; Baltic; EU accession countries; Western NIS; Caucasus; Central Asia; SE Europe (including Balkans) North America

· Establish project implementation team: core staff and approximately eight sub-regional co-ordination units (hired on part-time basis)

· Develop a questionnaire on the basis of the objectives of the Strategy including the issue of indicators (in some cases this can be done on the basis of the results of field visits and/or analysis)

NB It will be important to supply examples of the kind of good practice that illustrate the ESD Strategy; e.g. a type II partnership in action. Criteria for good practice in ESD should be based on the outcomes and results of ESD, it is proposed to measure them  in terms of:

-         knowledge and understanding

-         skills and capabilities

-         attitudes and values

-         behaviours and dispositions

Effective ESD should register an impact in one or more these areas although the areas of emphasis may vary across formal, non-formal and informal learning processes.

· Send, questionnaire electronically as far as possible, to Ministries of Education and Environment, NGOs, private sector 


· Analysis of responses and follow-up correspondence with identified areas of interest


· Development of semi-structured question schedule with sub-regional co-ordination units 


· Verification/field visits by sub-regional co-ordination units. Locations will be selected on the basis of the preliminary information collected through the questionnaire


· Reports on good practices prepared. This should demonstrate links with policy/policy development and illuminate the issue of indicators for ESD


· Regional conference to test preliminary results  


· Analysis of outcomes/writing up 


· Preparation of publication and website
NB Publication content will include: 
- practices that illustrate the objectives the ESD Strategy
- needs/implications emerging from the review 
- recommended indicators on for ESD Strategy assessment and Environmental Performance Reviews (EPRs) to include an ESD component

· Dissemination to officials at CEP (at October 2005 meeting) and first regional preparatory meting for Belgrade 2007
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
